Books af this level present children with new vocabulary. The amount of words per page has slightly increased,
with one new word for every twenly familiar words. Nen-fiction tifles of this Jevel build on children's inferests and
encourage discussion around high-quality photographs. Yelfow bonded baoks are usually around 15 pages long,
with efther 1 or 2 sentences per page.
