CHARGING AND REMISSIONS POLICY 23-25
Introduction 

All education during school hours is free. However, to enrich the curriculum, other activities, sometimes off-site, and in addition to the normal curriculum, are offered during the school day. Voluntary contributions may be requested so that these can take place. 

Activities arranged outside of the school day may be charged for.

Pupil Charges

Voluntary contributions

When organising school trips or visits, which enrich the curriculum and educational experience of the children, the school invites Parents/Carers to make a voluntary contribution towards the cost of the trip. If we do not receive sufficient voluntary contributions, we may cancel a trip. If a trip goes ahead, all pupils will be included, regardless of a voluntary contribution. 

If a Parent/Carer wishes their child to take part in a school trip or event, but is unwilling or unable to make a voluntary contribution, we do allow the child to participate fully in the trip or activity. Sometimes the school pays additional costs in order to support the visit. Parents/Carers have a right to know how each trip is funded. The school will provide this information on request.

Pupils who qualify for the Pupil Premium will either have the cost of the trip/experience paid for in full or heavily subsidised, depending on the nature of the activity. In any case, the Headteacher will decide the amount to be paid by the school. This does include residential trips for older children. 
The following is a list of additional activities organised by the school, which would require voluntary contributions from Parents/Carers. These activities are known as ‘optional extras’. This list is not exhaustive:

Visits to museums 

Educational visits which enhance the curriculum and which require transport expenses 

In School curriculum themed experiences

Sporting activities which require transport expenses 

Outdoor adventure activities 

Visits to the theatre 

Artist in Residence 

Musical or theatrical events 

Residential visits 

If the school organises a residential visit in school time or mainly school time, we ask for voluntary contributions towards the cost of the visit. All visits are regularly evaluated in order to offer the best value for money to our Parents/Carers and children. 

Music tuition 

All children study music as part of the normal school curriculum. We do not charge for this. 

There is a charge for individual or group music tuition if this is not part of the National Curriculum. The peripatetic music teachers teach individual or small group lessons. The peripatetic teachers charge Parents/Carers directly for these lessons.

Swimming 

When the school organises swimming lessons for children in Key Stage 2 and these take place in school time and are part of the National Curriculum we inform Parents/Carers when these lessons are to take place, and we ask Parents/Carers for their written permission for their child to take part in swimming lessons. The school funds the cost of the coach plus the cost for hire of the pool and teacher and asks for a voluntary contribution towards the tuition for these lessons. 

Coaching Sessions 

When the school offers additional coaching after school, for example football, street dance, hockey, gymnastics etc, with a qualified coach, who is not a member of the school staff, the external company running the sessions will make a charge to cover their costs. Attendance is entirely voluntary. 
Teacher Clubs 

Staff offer extra-curricular activities during and after school in their own time. There is no additional charge for these clubs unless specific materials are required.

Wraparound Care 

Breakfast Club is available each morning and based in the School Hall. This runs from 7.30-8.40am each day and children can have a selection of cereals, toast, frit and juices and then have a short play before joining their friends on the playground at 8.40. Children are supervised throughout the session. The cost is £9.50 per child and £8.50 for each additional sibling. 
The after-school club is operated on site at Mobberley School and run by school staff 3.30-6pm each weekday evening. Currently, the cost is £13 per child and £11 for each additional sibling. A variety of childcare vouchers are accepted as payment for after school childcare – full details can be obtained upon request. All children receive a light tea and snacks during their evening and can explore a variety of activities. All bookings and payments for breakfast and after school club are made through the After-School Lead – Mrs Penny Norbury who can be contacted through the school.  (Prices are correct at the time of writing, Jan 23 and could be subject to change.) 
Mobberley Football Club

On occasions, Mobberley Football Club (no formal connection to the school) request to use the school field for training or an arranged fixture. Permission to use the school field will only be given by the specific instruction of the Headteacher. The legal implications and designated responsibilities of Mobberley Football Club when using the school field is set out in a separate Memorandum of Understanding, please see attached. 
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
