Useful Information Mobberley Primary School
Every child has an entitlement to a broad and balanced curriculum. Mobberley School aims to provide a curriculum that enables each child to develop their potential; spiritual, moral, social and cultural through a wide range of opportunities. We encourage the growth of personal confidence, the ability to communicate and co-operate with others and to develop strong moral values. 

The school follows the requirements of the Primary National Curriculum in England.

As a church school we make provision for a daily act of collective worship and we use the agreed RE syllabus for Cheshire.

Personal, Social, Health and Economic education (PSHE) is taught in all classes.
EYFS Curriculum

The Prime Areas are Personal, Social & Emotional Development, Physical Development and Communication & Language.

The Specific Areas are Literacy, Mathematics, Understanding the World and Expressive Arts & Design.
The National Curriculum (Years 1-6)
The Core Subjects are English, Mathematics and Science.
The Foundation Subjects are Art & Design, Citizenship, Computing, Design & Technology, Languages (Juniors), Geography, History, Music, Religious Education and Physical Education.
SPECIALIST SUBJECT TEACHING
Each week our pupils benefit from visiting specialist teachers who deliver PE, Music and Languages (French/German).

EYFS children are taught in their own class during this time by one of their class teachers.

Special Educational Needs & Disability (SEND)
Children with special educational needs are identified early in their school career.  Resources are used to target specific needs of the child. Outcome plans are written and shared with parents and child.

All classes have some teaching assistant support, used to enhance learning for all children as well as those with special needs. 
We also enlist help and advice from outside agencies such as Speech & Language and the Educational Psychologist. Some children are funded for 1:1 support.

Extra- Curricular Activities

We provide a range of extra- curricular activities, either before school, at lunchtime or after school, some run termly and some all year. These can include Football, KS2 Netball, Tri Golf, Maths Club, Art Club, Digital Wizards Computing, Tag Rugby, School Choir, Multi Sports and Rounders.
We believe these activities allow the development of the whole child and encourage a sense of commitment.

Home School Liaison

Greet the Teacher

These meetings take place in September for all classes and parents and carers of all pupils in a class meet with the new class teacher at the same time to hear about class rules and routines.
Parents’ Evening and Reports

Parents’ evenings are held in both the Autumn and Spring Terms.  This gives parents the opportunity to see their child’s class teacher, look at work and discuss the progress of their child. Targets are shared at this time.
An individual’s written report is distributed in the Summer Term; parents and carers have the opportunity to discuss the report with their child’s teacher if requested.

Class teachers or the Headteacher will be pleased to discuss any matter concerning a child’s education. The end of the day is the best time to meet with a class teacher once they have dismissed their class.
Homework

Parental support of the school is essential if a child to achieve the best they can.
We encourage parental support of any homework given.  Homework will vary depending on the age and ability of the child.  Regular reading for all children is considered vital, plus practise of multiplication tables and any high frequency spelling words sent home.
Children will also have the opportunity to carry out their own research as they progress through school.
Tests
Optional Tests are carried out at the end of Key Stage One, aged seven and National Tests at the end of Key Stage Two, aged eleven.  Phonic Screening Testing takes place in Year 1 and Multiplication Test in Year 4. Details of these results, along with teacher assessments, are distributed to parents with their child’s Annual Report as appropriate. 
We also carry out internal testing and assessments using standardised tests for spellings, reading, writing and maths.  This is used to monitor children’s progress throughout their school life.  Parents are informed of any results in the Annual Report.

Parental Involvement

Parents are always welcome into school. We have a number of parents who help on a weekly basis, supporting classroom activities.  Support is also appreciated on educational visits and during school productions.

Parents are welcome to join us for all church services held in St. Wilfrid’s Church (details come out in the weekly newsletter).

Parent Teacher Association (PTA)

We are very lucky to have an active association involving staff and parents.  Its aims are to encourage families to meet socially and to raise money for the school.

The PTA usually organise a number of events throughout the year (e.g. Christmas and Summer Fairs). Other events include Pupil Discos, Quiz Nights and Bingo.   
All parents of children who attend the school automatically become members of the PTA.

School Hours

Both Infant and Junior Departments start the school day at 8.55am. The playground is supervised from 8.40am. The children have lunch between 11.45 and 12.45pm. All pupils have a morning break 10.30am to 10.45am and free fruit is provided for Infants. Pupils can bring in an additional ‘healthy snack’ and water for break (both items need to be clearly named).
Junior children can purchase snacks from the school kitchen at break time – see Morning Break Menu for details.

 On Friday mornings we sell ‘Fair Trade’ biscuits at a cost of 10p. School finishes for Reception age at 3.15pm, Year One and Year 2 children at 3.20pm and 3.25pm for the rest of the school.
School Meals
The school kitchen provides a wide variety of nutritious hot meals each day.  Children also have the option of bringing in a packed lunch from home. Infant children (Reception, Year One & Year Two) are entitled to Universal Free School Meals (UFSM) under the current Government scheme.
For Junior Children (Year 3-6) dinner money can be paid termly, half termly or brought into school weekly in a clearly marked envelope on a Monday morning. Cheques should be made payable to Cheshire East Council. There is also an online payment facility available. Dinner money is currently £3.20 per day.
Parents are also entitled to apply for Income Related Free School Meals for their child by applying through Cheshire East Council. Entitlement to free school meals is confidential to administration staff. Please apply if you think you may be eligible. The school receives additional funding (Pupil Premium) to support children entitled to Income Related Free School Meals. This money can help your child to access after school sports clubs, residential trips and classroom support.
School Uniform

Children are permitted to wear their own clothes when it is their birthday. If their birthday falls on a weekend, during a school holiday or when there is a charity non -uniform day, they can wear it before or after that period. The only exceptions to this are when any school photographs are scheduled to be taken, when there is a special event in school or when there is a class trip but reminders will be sent out regarding this.

Children can come into school in their PE kit on a day when they have PE.
Please ensure that all school uniform and PE Kit is labelled with your child’s name.

Charging and Remissions Policy

The Education Reform Act (1988) is clear in stating that any payments for activities within school must be voluntary.  However, most educational visits could not take place without such voluntary contributions.

Residential Visits

From time to time pupils are offered the opportunity to participate in residential visits. These are extra curricular opportunities and are charged for. In the past, Mobberley Trust has assisted school in funding places for pupils where the full cost might be prohibitive. Please speak to the Headteacher about funding.
We hope that parents will appreciate that educational visits contribute significantly to the knowledge and enjoyment of the children.  In cases where there is a difficulty in making a contribution, please see the Headteacher who will deal with the matter in confidence.

Admissions Policy
Mobberley School follows the admissions policy of Cheshire East.  There is one admission date.  All children reaching the age of five between the 1st September and the 31st August may be admitted to school on the first day of the Autumn Term.

Parents may choose to apply for their child to attend Mobberley School, whether or not they live in the village.

If you would like to visit the school and see the Headteacher please contact us, we will be glad to show you around and answer any queries you may have.

Complaints Procedure
If you have any concerns or complaints, please contact the class teacher.  Usually problems can be resolved quickly and easily.  Occasionally difficulties do arise and you can arrange to see the Headteacher.  If these discussions do not resolve the problem, parents should contact the Chair of Governors. Mobberley After School Club & Breakfast Club
Breakfast Club is provided on site 7.30am- 9.00am. The cost for this provision is £9.50 (£8.50 for additional siblings).

After School Club supervision is provided on site each evening (3:30-6:00pm). The club is run by school staff and pupils enjoy a range of activities both indoor and outdoor. A light tea is offered with healthy snacks. Pupil Welfare
Discipline and Behaviour

At Mobberley we have high expectations of pupil’s behaviour. We expect and encourage children to show respect, kindness and consideration to each other, staff and visitors.

Each class agrees to keep the Golden Rules. We reward positive behaviour through praise, stickers, certificates and our House Point system. We use a ‘Good to be Green’ visual behaviour policy where a chart displayed in each class states daily the status of individuals e.g. any warnings issued.

Poor behaviour results in a loss of break and children complete a reflection sheet to consider their behaviour choices.
Our Houses 

We have four houses, each one named after a person with special significance to Mobberley. The children and staff are all members of a house, with House Captains voted for by the children. We have termly house competitions and events that involve all age groups working together, fostering a co-operative and caring attitude.

Our houses are;

Mallory – named after one of Mobberley’s most famous inhabitants, George Mallory, who lost his life whilst attempting to scale Everest.

Wilfrid – named after St. Wilfrid, the patron saint of Mobberley Parish Church.

Green – named after Lily Green, the first organiser of Mobberley’s Rose Queen Festival.
Griffin – named after the founder of Mobberley School, William Griffin.
School Council

At Mobberley School we value the thoughts and contributions the children make to their school community. Through the School Council, the children have a voice to take part in the decision - making process to enable the change and development of our school.

Pastoral Care

Every effort is made to ensure the safety of children. Security arrangements are reviewed regularly. The children are supervised at play times and lunchtimes and home time is monitored very carefully. Staff are on duty from 8.40am each morning for the handover of children. Children should not be left unaccompanied on site before this time.
Positive Handling

The School has a policy for the restraint of a pupil in extreme circumstances.

· Our emphasis is on the care and protection for everyone within our school community.
· Our belief is that restraint will be needed on very rare occasions.
· Our endeavour is to handle situations with care and responsibility.
· Our intent is to apply follow-up and repair strategies.

Our policy includes:

· When staff are authorised to use reasonable physical intervention.
· What steps will be taken after an incident has been dealt with.
· The responsibilities of staff, pupils and parents/carers in resolving situations.

Medicine Policy

We are prepared to administer some medication to children, provided it has been prescribed by a doctor / dentist and that parents complete a medical consent form; available from the school office. All medicines are kept in a locked cabinet or fridge.
Children with more acute medical needs will have a care plan in situ in school.

If your child has a serious accident or is taken ill at school you will be informed immediately. It essential that contact telephone numbers are kept up to date. 
Any child suffering from vomiting or diarrhoea must not return to school within 48 hours of the last bout of sickness / diarrhoea.

Absence

The Department of Education requires that school monitors all absence. If your child is absent for any reason it is important that you inform the school immediately, by phone initially and with a letter on their return.

Holidays taken in term time will not be authorised and will be recorded as an unauthorised absence on the school registers.
Secondary School Liaison  

We have close links with Knutsford Academy where most of our children go at aged eleven. There is an opportunity, during Year 6, for pupils to spend time visiting their preferred high school to ensure a from the primary to the secondary sector.

We will be pleased to advise parents about other secondary school opportunities available including applications to the private sector. Any exams which the children may need to sit will be supported by the school and references provided.
